By Car
From the A1, follow signs for the A167 towards Darlington, following
the brown and white signs onto North Road. Alternatively, only 1 mile
away (or 15 minutes on foot) from Darlington town centre. Follow the
brown and white signs from the inner ring road, along North Road
(A167). Free on-site parking available.

By Rail
Head of Steam – Darlington Railway Museum is situated a couple of
minutes from North Road Station (on the Saltburn to Bishop Auckland
line).

By Bus
A variety of bus services stop near the museum. From the town
centre, they run every 3 minutes from High Row or approx every 10
minutes from Bank Top main railway station. Alight at Station Road
and follow the signs to the museum (approx 3 minute walk). To check
bus times and numbers contact traveline on 0870 608 2 608 or visit
www.traveline.org.uk.
